* Moral support

 Mentorship / advice

e Cheerleading / promotion



How to create networks — Talk to people

* Introduce yourself to people you are sitting next to in a
session

— “Hi, I am Kristin Diehl, are you working on something
related to this session?”

— Have 2-3 sentence explanation of your work ready to
reciprocate.
 Talk to presenters after the session (or later in the
conference)
— “Hi, | am Kristin Diehl, | really enjoyed your presentation, |

was wondering whether you had done any studies
examining .....”

— BUT: Keep it brief and ask them if it's OK if you follow up
with an email. Then contact them with questions/comments
within a couple of days after the conference.
