$2 MILLION PETERSON GIFT CREATES
ETHICS PROFESSORSHIP AT KELLOGG

“Where are the business patriots?” Peter G.
Peterson ’47 asked his Washington Post audience in
a 2004 commentary. “In my experience, leadership
springs not from big organizations, which can often
head toward the lowest common denominator —
but from inspired individuals. We desperately need
business leaders who have both convictions and the

courage of those convictions.”

Peterson, senior chairman and co-founder of global
financial advisory firm The Blackstone Group, recently
presented Kellogg with a $2 million gift to endow a new
professorship in ethics at the school.

Peterson’s concerns for the future of American econom-
ics and business ethics run deep. During his accomplished
career, Peterson has served as the chairman of the Council
on Foreign Relation’s International Advisory Board, chair-
man of the Federal Reserve Bank of New York (2000-04),
chairman and CEO of Lehman Brothers (1973-77) and
Lehman Brothers, Kuhn, Loeb Inc. (1977-84), and chair-

man and CEO of Bell and Howell Corporation (1963-71).

During Richard Nixon’s administration, he was assistant to
the president for International Economic Affairs and later
Secretary of Commerce.

Finding the United States’ dependence on foreign capital
reckless, especially when coupled with an anemic savings
rate, Peterson says he is compelled to do something about
the global imbalance. He feels that these twin deficits “cry
out for the strong, loud and bipartisan voice of private sec-
tor leadership.” His own leadership roots were formed

during his Kellogg education

and he hopes to engender a new
breed of ethical business leaders

to confront the monumental tasks
facing the economy, the busi-

ness world and the public sector.
Business leaders, he insists, need to
speak out — if not out of genuine
concern, at least out of collective
self-interest.

Professor David Austen-Smith, a
distinguished scholar and professor
of political science and econom-
ics at Kellogg, is the recipient of
the newly created Peterson Chair.
A member of the faculty since
1996, Austen-Smith was elected a
fellow of the American Academy
of Arts and Sciences in 2000, and is a charter member and
elected council member of the Game Theory Society. He
has published more than 60 papers in leading academic
journals, while also challenging and inspiring his students
with courses on value-based leadership, values and crisis
decision-making. For these efforts, Professor Austen-Smith
earned the Kellogg School’s Sidney J. Levy Award for
Teaching Excellence in 2005-06 and 2007-08.

“The substantive importance of ethical — or non-eco-
nomic — values and incentives both for corporate behav-
ior and for the perception of that behavior, is becoming
increasingly appreciated,” said Austen-Smith. “The endow-
ment of the Peterson Chair in Corporate Ethics draws
welcome attention to the need for continued research on
the questions that such an appreciation fosters and, further,
it deepens the Kellogg footprint in this growing and all-
important field of business education.”

In a September 2007 dinner at the James L. Allen Center
that honored Peterson for his foresight and generosity, he
spoke of his long career and zeal to do something about
the current challenges that threaten the nation’s future.
“Based on what is going on in America,” Peterson said, “a
chair in business ethics, or morality, if you will, is clearly
needed.”

Dean Dipak C. Jain thanked Peterson for his substantial
gift, noting that it would strengthen a key part of the
school’s research and teaching, and aid in the school’s
efforts to educate socially responsible global leaders.

The Kellogg School is grateful to Mr. Peterson, who has
set a great standard for alumni to step forward and help the
next generation of Kellogg graduates. As Peterson himself
lightheartedly reminds us,“You can’t take it with you.”
