2011 Health Services Case Competition: Results Announced

On Saturday, April 30, 2011 Kellogg hosted the first annual MBA Health Services Case Competition. Student teams from eight top business schools were tasked with developing growth strategies for DaVita Rx®  (a division of DaVita Inc), the first and largest full-service pharmacy created specifically for the unique needs of kidney patients. They conducted extensive research over a 10-day period and presented their recommendations before a panel of four DaVita judges. BAHM was established in 2010 as a partnership among ten MBA programs to advance education, research and practice in schools of management to transform the health sector. Membership is open to business schools that are committed to fulfilling the mission of BAHM in education, research or practice or through a commitment to transformation of the health sector. In future years hosting responsibilities for the Health Services Case Competition will rotate among participating schools.
