	Both of these courses are new this year. 
1) The Entrepreneurial Experience – Although I taught a similar course at Chicago Booth, I tried to adapt the material and class content to blend with existing Kellogg courses and my interpretation of Kellogg student expectations for ‘Lab’ classes. 

2) Innovation Lab – This course was developed very quickly in order to meet the demand of students who wanted to start businesses but did not qualify for the existing Nuvention courses. The pedagogy adopted for the class was based on the Lean Launch pad developed by Steve Blank (Stanford & Berkeley). At mid-term we obtained feedback from the students and adapted the class as there were issues with the Lean Launch pad class format. As we prepare for Innovation Lab II, we have further revised the class structure.
