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PLATFORMS
( Each candidate must submit a one-page (8-1/2”x11”) platform.  Platforms must clearly state the candidate’s 6Q or MMM status, be ready for black & white photocopying, and may include photographic images.

( Candidates’ platforms will be photocopied and attached in alphabetical order by last name; the ballot will list candidates in the opposite order.  The platform will be distributed to students prior to the election at no cost to the candidates.

CAMPAIGN EXPENDITURES
(Please note: this does not mean that candidates are expected to, or typically do, spend money!)  Each candidate is limited to a maximum of $35 in campaign expenditures.  If you spend any money, an itemized breakdown sheet and receipts must be turned in to Brad Wiedman’s mailbox by 5:00pm on Wednesday, May 3th.  Expenses include all costs incurred during campaigning – supplies, photocopying (5 cents/page), etc.  Supplies donated to the campaign from outside sources must be assessed at their market value and included in the total expenditures.  All costs are incurred at the candidate’s own expense; sorry, no reimbursements.

THE RULES
Email:  
You are allowed to send ONE campaign e-mail to the Class of 2007, and UNLIMITED e-mails to your section.  No other campaign e-mails will be allowed, including e-mails sent on your behalf by somebody else.

Web Pages:  
Candidates can create web pages that may remain active until the voting ends.  

Mailbox Stuffing:
Unlimited mailbox stuffing is allowed.

Postings:
All postings are limited to the bulletin boards on the 1st floor and ground level of Leverone Hall.  Under no circumstances will posting of promotional materials be allowed in any other areas of the business school.

Classroom Etiquette:
To prevent the disruption of class, no campaigning of any kind is permitted in classrooms.  This includes speeches by you or anyone else on your behalf.

ELECTION RESULTS

Votes will be tallied automatically by the online polling system.  Only the KSA Executive Committee will know the numerical ranking of the results.  The top five 6Q and top one MMM vote-getters will be declared the winners.  In the event of a tie for the fifth 6Q position or the MMM position, a run-off election will be held on May 11th and 12th.
